Shorn Fleece Rules:  
 1. Each fleece entry shall be placed in a clear plastic bag and be accompanied by the following: 

a. A copy of the ILR Registration Certificate must be placed in the bag with each fleece.   
b. A Llama Fleece Entry Show Tag must be completed and placed in the bag with each fleece.  

(available on the ALSA web site). 
c. If mailing fleeces, send them to Lee Ann King, 2185 St. Rt. 511, Perrysville, OH  44864 –

Mailed fleeces must be RECEIVED by Lee Ann by June 17, 2009. 
d. If hand delivering fleeces, bring them to the Fleece Check-in Area Friday evening or very first thing 

Saturday morning.   
e. Optional – Photo of Animal for DISPLAY – no larger than 4” x 6”. 
f. Optional – Include your farm business card for DISPLAY. 

 
Walking Fleece Rules: 
 

 2. Judging will take place from 8:00am to 11:00am in a designated area of the show arena. 
g. If possible, use minimal grooming products prior to being evaluated.   
h. Walking Fleece exhibitors will be acknowledged and ribbons awarded in the show ring later in the 

afternoon. 
 

Spinner’s Choice: 
 

 3. These are mail in classes. 
i. Prepare a 2 ounce sample of prime fleece and put in a clear gallon plastic bag. 
j. Provide age of animal, date of shearing and if hand clipped or electric shorn on an index card. 
k. Mail samples to Lee Ann King, 2185 St. Rt. 511, Perrysville, OH  44864 –These must be 

RECEIVED by Lee Ann by May 15, 2009. 
l. Llama guard hair may be removed.  Alpaca samples will be broken down by color:  white, fawn, 

brown & Black, Gray & Multi.    
m. Samples will be on display with ribbons during the show. 
n. Optional – Photo of Animal for DISPLAY.
